“We	started	selling	pizza	in	our	grocery	store	in	Marlow	in	the	mid-80s,”	said	DiCintio.	“We	had	a	
special	allowing	school-aged	kids	to	get	two	slices	of	pizza	and	a	drink	for	$2.	It	got	to	the	point	
where	we	were	selling	25	pizzas	by	noon.	Now	those	kids	have	grown	and	they	are	bringing	their	
families	back,	coming	from	around	the	state,	to	try	our	pizza.”		
	
Paige	Williams	Shepherd,	director	of	corporate	development	and	tourism	for	the	Chickasaw	Nation,	
said	Flavors	of	Chickasaw	Country	provides	an	exclusive	look	at	local	restaurants	in	south-central	
Oklahoma	and	offers	visitors	and	locals	the	opportunity	to	experience	one-of-a-kind	Chickasaw	
Country	eateries,	such	as	the	DiCintio’s	Pizza	Cucina,	from	a	behind-the-scenes	perspective.
